Tituba: 40’s slave for Parris, from Barbados
Abigail Williams: 17, niece of Parris, parents killed by Indians, 
beautiful and evil
Mrs. Ann Putnam: 45; haunted by the fact that 7 out of her 8 children 
died at childbirth
Thomas Putnam:  40’s; oldest son of the richest man in town, 
vindictive nature, arrogant and greedy
Ruth Putnam: 10, only living child of Thomas and Ann Putnam
Mrs. Rebecca Nurse: 72, midwife, gentle and caring woman, respected 
by many, known for charitable works.
Francis Nurse: 70’s, gentle man, family is widely respected, paranoid
Mrs. Elizabeth Proctor: 40’s, gentle woman, loves family, will do 
anything to protect family, and does not lie
John Proctor: 40’s, farmer, well-liked man, kind, sinner
Mary Warren: 17, works for the Proctor’s, naïve and lonely
Mrs. Martha Corey: 80’s, persecuted for witchcraft
Giles Corey: early 80’s, innocent, brave, comical
Sarah Good: near 60, homeless, pregnant but not married
Reverend John Hale of Beverly: near 40, supposed expert on 
witchcraft. Only figure of authority to show remorse, undergoes 
greatest transformation in play.
Judge Hathorne: 60’s bitter, Salem judge
Deputy Governor Danforth: 60’s, loyal to position and cause
Susanna Walcott: younger than Abigail, a nervous, hurried girl
Mercy Lewis: 18, works for the Putnam’s, mean
Ezekiel Cheever: record clerk of the court
Marshall Herrick: clerk of the court
Hopkins: guard
